Purposes of Departmental Reviews

· To assess the quality of departmental programs

· To determine if departmental goals and objectives are realistic, contemporary, and consistent with the Mission of the College

· To determine if departmental goals and objectives are being achieved

· To evaluate the assessment of student learning within departmental programs

· To offer suggestions on curriculum, staffing, resources, and facilities within departments

Process*
1. Thorough departmental self study completed the semester prior to visit by outside evaluator

2. Site visit by one (perhaps two in some cases) outside evaluators selected by the VPAA in consultation with the department chair

3. Outside evaluator writes the evaluation and recommendation report
4. VPAA and the Department discuss the report and decide on action steps

*Those departments that are subject to external accrediting bodies will substitute the accrediting process.
